Nominations forms and copies of the St. Gerard Constitution and Bylaws are available in the Welcome Area and
at the Parish Office. Deadline for nominations is Friday, March 8™ at 12 noon.

Members of the Council must be members of Christ’s faithful who are in full communion with the Catholic Church
and who strive to be examples of Christian commitment. Only registered parishioners 16 years of age or older
shall be eligible to serve on Council or any committee and be eligible to vote.

Pastoral Council Chairperson — Chairs the council meetings and annual assembly meeting. Is an ex officio member of all
committees of council. Prepares agenda for each meeting in consultation with the pastor. Ensures that each elective
committee meets regularly and fulfills its mandate according to the Bylaws. Presides over Council following the Constitution
of the Pastoral Council of St. Gerard’s (2010) and the Archdiocese of Regina Guidelines.

Secretary - Records the minutes of all regular council and assembly meetings. Maintains those records for the parish files.
Writes letters, thank you, or other correspondence with the approval of council. Ensures that each newly elected member
is in possession of the current St. Gerard’s Pastoral Constitution and the current Archdiocese of Regina Guidelines.
Prepares highlights of the Parish Council meeting for the following Sunday bulletin.

Stewardship — Responsible for creating awareness in all parishioners that everything we have comes from God — our life,
our talents, our abilities, our intellectual gifts, and our holiness.

Public Relations — Keeps parishioners informed by means of newsletters and ensures the distribution of them. Promotes
St. Gerard parish through the media. Maintains parish history, updates photo albums and scrapbooks, and arranges for
photos/videos to be taken at parish functions.

Family and Social - Organizes and carries out parish social activities, for example, the social functions associated with the
Sacraments and Sacramental preparation. Coordinates coffee/lunch after Sunday Masses and for other occasions.

Properties - Is responsible for the maintenance and operational care of the Church, the Rectory, the Hall, the grounds,
and the equipment belonging to St. Gerard Parish.

Learning to Love Our Enemy

“Love your enemies, do good to those who hate
you...." Oh no! This impossible gospel again! Love
your enemies? Turn the other cheek? If someone
takes my cloak, | don't give him my tunic. | look for
a way to get it back and sue for damages
besides.

“Do to others as you would have them do to you.”
Jesus didn't just preach. He acted as he wants us
to actand tellsus, “Do as | do.” “Love one another
as | have loved you,” he said. At the Last Supper
after he washed his disciples’ feet, he said, “I have
set you an example, that you also should do as |
have done to you.”

But love my enemies?

Well, OK, who is my enemy?2 For some it is the
enemy of our nation. For others it is our current
[Prime Minister] and his administration, whoever it
happens to be. For some the enemy is those who
criticize the Church. For others it is the Church'’s
leadership. For some the enemy is a boss or former
boss. For some it's black people or white people,
rich people or poor people, refugees who are
trying to get into our country or citizens who are
frying to keep them out. For some the enemy is as
close to home as a parent who was abusive, a
brother or sister, a daughter-in-law or son-in-law,
an ex-spouse.

We tend to think our enemy is the exception; that
our reason for hating is reasonable and not what
Jesus was talking about. Find me the Gospel
passage that offers the exception. I'd really like to
read it and let myself off the hook.

If we have a hatred that’s gnawing at us, perhaps
this points the way to our Lenten discipline. If we
can'tlove our enemies, we can pray for the grace
to do so. If we can’t pray to love our enemies, we
can pray for the desire to do so. If we can't pray
for the desire to love them, we can at least pray
for the desire for the desire. Let's start on Ash
Wednesday.

RITE OF CHRISTIAN INITIATION OF ADULTS (RCIA) is an incredible journey of discovery, the discovery of
God’s love in Jesus. If you or someone you know is interested in exploring the friendship and saving
) grace of Jesus Christ, we invite you to join us in the RCIA journey. It is a warm, welcoming experience
that infroduces the Christian faith in our Roman Catholic fradition. We explore topics such as Holy
Scripture, the Sacraments, Church history and the core beliefs of the Church. Anyone who has taken
this “leap of faith” has found it to be a life-altering experience.

The RCIA process is infended for those who are non-bapftized. There are several rites and stages that are part of
the process to prepare adults for Baptism and to receive the Sacraments of Confirmation and Eucharist atf the
Easter Vigil.

Rite of Reception of Baptized Christians into the Full Communion of the Catholic Church. If you
have been baptized in another Christian fradition, the Catholic Church respects that baptism.
Baptism is the sacrament of our rebirth in Christ and our immersion into His saving death and
Resurrection. It can never be repeated. Reception into the Full Communion of the Catholic
Church happens after a period of preparation through catechesis, prayer and worship, and an
infroduction to Catholic life, values, and mission.

Adults who have been baptized in the Catholic Church but have not received the Sacrament of Confirmation
can prepare for reception of this sacrament through a period of catechesis and prayer.
